Remember to ALWAYS read food labels carefully and watch for
hidden allergens. Hidden allergens are ingredients derived from
or containing major food allergens with common names that
may be unfamiliar to consumers. Foods or ingredients to AVOID
if allergic to wheat: (This is not an exhaustive list.)
